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1. Overall Description:

CT1 discussed the issue of a single UE having several parallel contact addresses registered at the same time. CT1 seeks further guidance on the related requirements from SA2. 

CT1 assumes a scenario, in which  Rel-7 UE and supports registration of additional contact addresses for a single Public User Identity. This UE can add contact addresses by sending additional registration requests. If the registration requests are sent via a non-Rel-7 P-CSCF,, each additional registration, adding a new contact address, is interpreted as a change of security associations. This is due to the fact that the contact address is changed while the public user identities are the same. Therefore, according to clause 7.4 in TS 33.203,
“Every registration that includes a user authentication attempt produces new security associations. If the authentication is successful, then these new security associations shall replace the previous ones. This clause describes how the UE and P‑CSCF handle this replacement and which SAs to apply to which message.”
The P-CSCF will replace the first registration with the second one, hence the registration of multiple contacts addresses will fail. 
Due to this, CT1 wants to indicate, that if a Rel-7 UE (under the above given assumptions) attempts to register an additional contact address, the user experience will different dependant on the Release of the P-CSCF. 
2. Actions:

To SA2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks SA2 whether it is acceptable, that the registration of multiple contact addresses will not work, if a P-CSCF of a earlier release than Rel-7 is included in the signalling path.
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
