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The attached CR proposes a number of editorial changes and some terminology changes. 

In SA2 the rapporteurs of TS 23.401/TS 23.402 recently proposed some changes to the terminology used in the SAE stage 2 specifications. The changes were agreed by SA2 to be included in version 1.0.0 of the stage 2 specifications which will be sent to SA plenary for information.

It is proposed to adopt these changes also for TR 24.801, since the currently used terminology ("system architecture evolution" (SAE) and "long term evolution" (LTE)) seems to be appropriate as a name of the project (work item) in 3GPP, but not so much as a name for the packet data system or radio access network, respectively .

3) In subclause 7.9.1: name of new IP-CAN technology "E-UTRAN" replaced by "EPS", as other IP-CAN technologies, like GPRS, also include the core network part.

4) Text under subclause 5.1 moved to new subclause 5.1.1, General.
Annex A.1, CT1 open issues from multi tracking area registration solution, moved to subclause 5.1.2 and title changed to "Open issues for tracking area update procedure", as last item is not related to multi tracking area registration.
ANNEX:

TS 21.905, v 7.2.0, provides the following definitions related to or using the term "core network":

3GPP system: the telecommunication system standardised by the 3GPP consisting of a core network and a radio access network that may be either GERAN or UTRAN, or both.  

3GPP System core network: refers in this specification to an evolved GSM core network infrastructure.

Core network: An architectural term relating to the part of 3GPP System which is independent of the connection technology of the terminal (eg radio, wired).

GSM core network: refers in this specification to the GSM NSS and GPRS backbone infrastructure.
