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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN3 and RAN2 for their LS in C1-071246 / R3-070700 on NAS Handling during intra-LTE handovers.

CT1 has analysed the different solutions, and come to the following views:
· it is better to find a solution independent from the NAS timers as there will be difficulties related to setting of those timers  in different access systems. CT1 finds solution 1 not really workable.
· For option 2, provided that the forwarding of NAS messages does not result in duplicated NAS messages for the NAS in the UE, solution 2 is acceptable.
· In option 3, the EPC could repeat the message by itself upon receiving the non-delivery (reject) indication. But CT1 is unsure what guards that repeat and whether the NAS in EPC is aware of such a repeat or it is performed by (eg.) the S1-AP thus NAS in EPC is not aware of the repeat.
· CT1 discussed but did not conclude on whether there will be a problem for NAS in UE receiving and detecting duplicated NAS messages as it is unclear to CT1 the intended mechanisms for retransmitting such NAS messages. This uncertainty of need to detect duplicated NAS messages could also apply to option 2.
CT1 then leaves it up to RAN3 to decide between option 2 and option 3 taking into account the complexity of implementing each of these options. On balance, CT1 considers that option 3 should be better than option 2 in some scenarios: e.g. handling of failure of the handover when the UE moves back to the source eNB.
