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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 kindly thanks MSF Architecture Working Group for their Liaison Statement and has discussed the issues and questions raised therein. 3GPP CT1 wants to give the following guidance and answers:

To 1)  A view on the likely support of RFC 3312 pre-conditions in vendor equipment in the near term.

3GPP CT1 cannot provide a view on this issue, as it does not collect information about vendor equipment, nor does it have such information available.

To 2)  A view on how significant the increased processing load in the network elements from the RFC3312 approach is.

3GPP CT1 cannot provide a view on this issue, as no studies on this issue was conducted. 3GPP CT1 is also not aware whether such information is available within other organizations.
To 3) Are 3GPP working on any alternate (simpler) mechanism to avoid ghost rings?

3GPP CT1 has worked from 3GPP Rel-6 onwards on optimizations for the IMS session setup procedures. It is therefore essential, that for the discussion of IMS session setups the related specifications from Rel-6 or higher are used as a base. 

Based on these optimization of the IMS session setup procedures, 3GPP CT1 is convinced that the current procedures (as described in 3GPP TS 24.229 -  see http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/24229.htm) are most efficient in achieving connectivity within IMS and towards non-IMS networks. 
3GPP CT1 especially wants to recommend that for IMS connectivity, the procedures as outlined in 3GPP TS 24.229 and RFC 3312 (which is referenced from within 3GPP TS 24.229) should be used. Alternative solutions are seen as problematic, as they would require interworking with the exiting IMS and SIP solutions.

3GPP CT1 hopes that this information will provide the required guidance to the MSF Architecture Working Group. 3GPP CT1 encourages MSF Architecture Working Group to keep 3GPP CT1 informed about their ongoing work on IMS and to ask for further clarifications at any time.
