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1. Overall Description:

A new procedure called Direct MBMS Multicast activation, i.e. the MS which doesn’t use the IGMP or MLD, is able to initiate the ACTIVATION MBMS CONTEXT REQUEST message to SGSN to create the MBMS user context and establish MBMS bearer in GPRS, has been introduced at a very late stage for Rel-7 by SA2 in the TS 23.246 v7.2.0 (March 2007), in stage 2.
However, the related specification work of stage 3 in Rel-7 has not been added yet. CT1 believes that this new procedure also impacts other CT working groups, CT3 and CT4. CT1 estimates that their specification work for this new procedure can be completed by the December CT plenary and perhaps also by the same date by other impacted CT working groups.

Additionally, CT1 is well aware of the fact that the stage 3 in Rel-7 is already frozen and only exception sheets are allowed for completion of remaining specification work for the Rel-7 version of 3GPP specifications under CT control. Therefore, CT1 would like to seek for CT guidance on whether the Direct MBMS Multicast activation procedure can be part of Rel-7 or moved to Rel-8.
