Requirements for a media server control protocol

7.4
Packaging, registration and extensibility requirements
The media server control method should support organization, registration and extensibility mechanisms as described in subclause 4.6.
7.8
QoS control requirements
The media server control method should have a mechanism to inform the AS when the quality of service or resources required for a service are not available or the resources allocated for a service are exceeded. The application server can then decide on an appropriate action.
Examples of situations when the AS may want to be informed are:

· Failure of, or errors, on an media stream, including abnormal reports of lost or dropped packets.
· Incoming media streams including media playing from files which exceed the bandwidth, frame rate or other negotiated or defined resource usage.
Examples of application server actions being:

· Communicate an error to a subscriber, close the media session or stop the ongoing media operations.
· Use and/or re-negotiate a higher or lower bandwidth, different codec or restrict media usage (to say just audio) in order to change or modify the quality of service related parameters (including associated charging information).
