Introduction

The GMM STATUS message provides information to the receiving entity about error conditions. The GMM STATUS message is currently used in A/Gb and Iu mode in order to report at any time certain error conditions, for example, when the originated entity receives a message not implemented or non-existent (see 3GPP TS 24.008 [1]).

Description
In order to allow a robust layer 3 protocol, it seems necessary to add support for an EMM STATUS message in a similar way as used for A/Gb and Iu mode at present.

It is proposed to update the section 6 of 3GPP TR 24.801 [2] in order to introduce the case of sending an EMM STATUS message as described below.

Receiving an EMM STATUS message by an EMM entity
The purpose of the sending of the EMM STATUS message is to report at any time certain error conditions. The EMM STATUS message can be sent by both the MME and the UE.
On receipt of an EMM STATUS message no state transition and no specific action shall be taken as seen from the radio interface, i.e. local actions are possible. The local actions to be taken by the MME or the UE on receipt of an EMM STATUS message are implementation dependent.
