6.2.4.3 Identification procedure
The identification procedure is used by the network to request a user equipment to provide specific identification parameters to the network e.g. International Mobile Subscriber Identity(see 3GPP TS 23.003 [7]). 
6.2.4.3.1 Identity request by the network
The network initiates the identification procedure by transferring an IDENTITY REQUEST message to the user equipment and starts the timer T_EPS_Identification. The IDENTITY REQUEST message specifies the requested identification parameters in the identity type information element.
6.2.4.3.2 Identification response by the user equipment
The user equipment shall be ready to respond to an IDENTITY REQUEST message at any time whilst a E-UTRA RR connection exists.Upon receipt of the IDENTITY REQUEST message the user equipment sends back an IDENTITY RESPONSE message. The IDENTITY RESPONSE message contains the identification parameters as requested by the network.Upon receipt of the IDENTITY RESPONSE the network shall stop timer T_EPS_Identification .
6.2.4.3.3 Abnormal cases
(a)   E-UTRA  RR connection failure:

 Upon detection of a E-UTRARR connection failure before the IDENTITY RESPONSE is received, the network 
shall release all EMM connections (if any) and abort any ongoing EMM specific procedure.
(b)   Expiry of timer T_EPS_Identification:


          The identification procedure is supervised by the network by the timer T_EPS_Identification. At expiry of the timer T_EPS_Identification  the network may release the E-UTRA RR connection. In this case, the network shall abort the identification procedure and any ongoing EMM specific procedure, release all EMM connections if any, and initiate the E-UTRA RR connection release procedure as described in 3GPP TS 36.331(xx).
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(c)   Requested identity is not available:

If the UE cannot encode the requested identity in the IDENTITY RESPONSE message, e.g. because no valid EPS SIM is available, then it shall encode the identity type as "No identity". 
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
