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6.2.x  Paging procedure

6.2.x.1
  General

The paging procedure is used by the network to request the establishment of a  NAS signalling connection to the UE.

Editor's note: the use of the paging procedure for other purposes is FFS.
6.2.x.2  Paging for EPS services through E-UTRAN using S-TMSI
The network shall initiate the paging procedure for EPS services using S-TMSI when EMM signalling messages or user data is pending to be sent to the UE in the idle state.
To initiate the procedure the EMM entity in the network requests the lower layer to start paging (see 3GPP TS 36.300[xx], 3GPP TS 36.413[xx]) and starts a timer for this paging procedure. The network initiates paging of the UE in the cells of all tracking areas the UE is registered to .Upon reception of a paging indication, the UE shall respond to the paging with a SERVICE REQUEST message with service type "paging response" (see 3GPP TS 23.401[2] and 3GPP TS 36.413[xx]). 
The network shall stop the timer for the paging procedure when a response is received from the UE. 
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
