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Introduction

This contribution proposes to clarify the procedures for handling dedicated bearers.

Discussion

Stage2 in TS 23.401 v1.2.1, describes procedures for handling dedicated bearers, i.e. activation, modification with/without QoS update, deactivation. However, no description exists in TR 24.801 although clarification in stage3 is required for these procedures.
Proposal

The proposal is to include the following changes to TR 24.801 v0.3.0.

Start of Modification

Dedicated bearer activation procedure

6.3.x.1
General

The dedicated bearer activation procedure is used to establish an additional EPS bearer between the network and the UE.

The MME builds SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION IE including UL TFT and provide it to the UE. The SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION is piggybacked by Radio Bearer Setup Request. The UE builds a SESSION MANAGEMENT RESPONSE IE which is piggybacked in Radio Bearer Setup Response. 

6.3.x
Dedicated bearer modification with bearer QoS update

6.3.x.1
General

The dedicated bearer modification with QoS update is used to modify the dedicated bearer QoS.

The MME builds SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION IE including UL TFT. The SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION is piggybacked by Radio Bearer Modify Request. UE builds a Session Management Response IE and is piggybacked by Radio Bearer Modify Response. 

6.3.x
Dedicated bearer modification without bearer QoS update

6.3.x.1
General

The dedicated bearer modification without bearer QoS update is used to update the UL TFT for active dedicated bearer.

The MME builds SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION IE including UL TFT. MME sends the SESSION MANAGEMENT CONFIGURATION to the UE by “Downlink NAS transport”.

Editor's note: The name of the message used for “Downlink NAS transport” described above is FFS.

6.3.x
Dedicated bearer deactivation

6.3.x.1
General

The dedicated bearer deactivation is used to deactivate the dedicated bearer. When UE receives radio bearer release message, UE removes the UL TFTs corresponding to the released dedicated bearer.
