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1. Introduction

In CT#48 the Status message was proposed in IM CN in order to inform the USER about De-Registration of  only  Default UE. This Paper provides  the De-registration procedure in CS domain which include USSD notify message to inform the user about de-Registration of Default UE in PN.
2. Proposal

  According to Stage-2 requirement the User shall be informed about the De-Registration of default UE.The following approach can be used in order to fulfil the requirement during De-Registration Procedure in CS domain.

PN-Deregistration procedure in the CS domain
The PN-Deregistration in the CS domain relies on the notification procedure of mobility management event and is accomplished by a notification with the event type of IMSI detach. Information shall be offered to the user by sending the status message if the De-Registrated UE is the only default UE of the PN.

1. After IMSI Detach Procedure, the VLR sends the MAP_NOTE_MM_EVENT message to the gsmSCF  (CAMEL service for PNM) to report the mobile event.

2.  The gsmSCF setups the UE registration status in the PN to ‘De-registered’

3. The gsmSCF will check whether default UE is the only Default UE left in PN or not. In case there is only Default UE left in PN the gsmSCF will generate the USSD Notify message to HSS.

4. The HSS will forward this message to UE via MSC/VLR according to TS 23.090.
