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INTRODUCTION
In the TS 24.008, the behaviour of the mobile station after a detach procedure received from the network is not clearly described.

Currently several GMM causes IE are defined (cf. § 10.5.5.14 in ref. 1).
When the MS receives a DETACH REQUEST message from the network and the detach type IE indicates "re-attach not required", the MS shall, after the completion of the GPRS detach procedure, deactivate the PDP contexts, the MBMS contexts and deactivate the logical link(s) if any. The MS shall send a DETACH ACCEPT to the network and shall change state to GMM-DEREGISTERED.
DISCUSSION
Currently, some mobile stations initiate an attach procedure after the completion of the GPRS detach procedure. This behaviour is not suitable from an operator point of view since that implies a loss of capacity that can be allocated to MSs requiring an access to the GPRS services instead of being used by inactive MSs (i.e. MSs not requiring PDP or MBMS context).
To get all mobile stations have the same behaviour after a detach requested by the network, two solutions are identified and described below:
1. The network sends a DETACH REQUEST message with the detach type IE indicating "re-attach not required", and without a GMM cause. Once the MS receives this type of detach, and after sending a DETACH ACCEPT, it shall NOT initiate a GPRS attach procedure until a PDP or MBMS context is required.
2. If the clarification of the MS’ behaviour previously described is not acceptable, a specific GMM cause could be added for this particular case. For instance, 're-attach only when PDP or MBMS context required’ can be chosen.

In both cases, when the GPRS MS receives a DETACH REQUEST message with the detach type IE "re-attach not required" (without GMM cause or with a new specific GMM cause 're-attach only when PDP or MBMS context required'), the MS shall NOT initiate a GPRS attach procedure after detach completion until a PDP or MBMS context is required.

In this way, an operator can reserve the capacity to Mobile Stations requiring an access to the GPRS services by detaching inactive MS.
CONCLUSION
This discussion paper highlights that the MS shall NOT ask for an attach procedure if there is no need for a PDP or MBMS contexts after the completion of a DETACH REQUEST sent by the network with detach type IE = "re-attach not required".
The GMM cause should not be sent or a new GMM cause should be specified for this case.
We propose to adopt the first option presented above (i.e. no GMM cause) and finally we propose in the associated Tdoc C1-072905 to update the section 4.7.4.2.2 of ref.1 to clarify the behaviour of the MSs after the completion of a detach request.
