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Introduction

Currently TS 23.259 doesn’t provide the stage 2 for all the requirements in TS 22.259. In particular it does not provide the stage 2 for the PNE Network requirements specified in TS 22.259. 
This contribution clarifies this by modifying the title and clarifying the scope.
