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This paper documents the rationale for organizing the normative specification work as proposed in the CT1 SAE Work Item. The paper proposes also to capture the rationale for this choice in TR 24.801 

1.  Discussion and Proposal
In the last CT1 conference call on SAE it has been proposed to document the decision on the organization of normative specifications in TR 24.801.
This document proposes that a new main section is created for this purpose in TR 24.801. The text for the Technical Specifications dealing with non-3GPP accesses is also proposed. As agreed during the conference call, a brief overview of the scope of the specifications is documented.

11.1 Specification work for 3GPP accesses

11.2 Specification work for non-3GPP accesses
The aspects of EPS related to non-3GPP accesses will be documented in three different Technical Specifications:

TS 24.hkl on access to EPC via non-3GPP accesses. This TS will cover the network selection procedures for non-3GPP access, the network selection procedures between 3GPP and non-3GPP access, the authentication and tunnel management procedures with trusted/untrusted networks, IP mobility mode selection, and, more in general, any procedure associated with accessing the EPC via non-3GPP accesses until the UE has gained IP connectivity.

TS 24.abc on Dual-Stack Mobile IPv6. This TS will provide the specification of the procedures used via the S2c reference point and other related procedures, such as the Home Agent address discovery.  

NOTE: 
Taking clause 6.3 of TS 23.402 as a reference, the messages in the scope of TS 24.abc will be those in step 4, 5 and 7. Messages before step 4 are independent from DSMIPv6 and therefore will not be documented in TS 24.abc. The same applies to the untrusted non 3GPP access; in section 7.3 of TS 23.402 steps 4, 5 and 6 will be specified in TS 24.abc.
-
TS 24.efg on Mobile IPv4, UE to FA protocol. This TS will provide the specification of the exchange between the UE and the FA when Mobile IPv4 is used to access trusted non-3GPP networks. 

The reason for structuring the procedures in this way is that the protocols DSMIPv6 and MIPv4 FA mode are independent of the specific underlying non-3GPP access network, and also the network entities terminating these protocols – home agent/PDN-GW for DSMIPv6, foreign agent for MIPv4 FA, and ePDG for trusted non-3GPP access – are logically independent of each other.
