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1. Introduction

This paper represents the gsmSCF capability in PN access control for inclusion in stage3 TS 24.259.
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Roles for PN access control
10.1
Introduction
 PN access control deals with a user having access control over his Personal Network,wherein he may restrict access to his UEs as specified in 3GPP TS 22.259 [x] and TS 23.259 [x].
10.2
PN UE
There is no PNM specific requirement for the PN access control. 
10.3
PNM application
When the CAMEL service function receives an indication that the gsmSCF has received a CAMEL IDP relating to a terminating call, the CAMEL service function shall:
(1)Check the access control is possible for the call from the called party number in Camel IDP message.
(2)If the call is not subject to access control, cause the gsmSCF to respond with a CAMEL CONTINUE and no further PNM specific procedures are performed on this call.
(3)If the call is subject to access control, the gsmSCF will perform as follows:
  (a) gsmSCF will check if the calling party is configured in PN access control list.
  (b) If the calling party is configured in PN access control list,cause the gsmSCF to respond with CAMEL CONTINUE message to GMSC.
  (c)If the calling party is not configured in PN access control list,gsmSCF shall generate the USSD request message to controller UE.
(4)If there is delay in interaction between network and controller the gsmSCF shall set a timer T1 and if T1 expires it shall generate play announcement message containing Tone ID and Duration parameters as specified in 3GPP TS 29.078 [x].As user respond, the gsmSCF shall stop playing announcement by sending DisconnectForwardConnection message to GMSC.
(5)Based on controller’s response the gsmSCF will respond with camel continue or camel call release message to GMSC.
