Introduction

As agreed in the last SA2#61 meeting (12 - 16 November 2007), it is confirmed the separation of the Attach procedure and the PDP context activation procedure, It is also confirmed the timing of IP address allocation. The related text in TS23.401 was refined (see S2-075857 for details)

It is proposed to refine the IP address allocation procedure when a UE attaches to UTRAN/GERAN
Discussion

In SA2#61 meeting, it is discussed that the timing of IP address allocation when a UE attaches to UTRAN/GERAN. Then it is concluded as followings:

· the Attach procedure and the PDP context activation procedure are kept as separate procedures in release 8 for GERAN and UTRAN accesses
· For UEs connecting to the EPS over GERAN/UTRAN accesses, the timing of PDP context activation is not mandated, and it is left to UE implementation.
It is proposed to reflect this conclusion.

Proposal

It is proposed to modify TR24.801 v0.5.1 with the following changes shown below.

Session management
9.2.2.1 EPS bearer context enhancements for a GERAN/UTRAN capable UE
If inter-system mobility from E-UTRAN to GERAN/UTRAN is supported by the UE and the network, the EPS bearer context will include not only EPS specific information (see subclause 10.3.4), but also some GERAN/UTRAN specific information.

Editor's note: The detailed information needed in the UE and the network for the support of inter-system change from E-UTRAN to GERAN/UTRAN is FFS.

Activation of a primary PDP context in GERAN/UTRAN at initial attach 



When a UE initial attaches to UTRAN/GERAN, it executes the normal attach procedure as defined in TS 24.008. When the UE needs an IP address, it initiates PDP context activation procedure as defined in TS 24.008.
