IBCF procedures for SIP message bodies

If IP address translation (NA(P)T or IP version interworking) occurs on the user plane, the IBCF shall modify SDP according to the annex F and G as appropriate;

Additionally, the IBCF may take the followings action upon SIP message bodies:

1)
examine the length of a SIP message body and if required by local policy, take an appropriate action (e.g. forward the message body transparently, reject the request, remove the body);

2)
examine the characteristics of the message body (i.e. check the values of any Content-Type, Content-Disposition, and Content-Language headers), take an appropriate action defined by local policy (e.g. forward the body unchanged, remove the body, reject the call); and

3)
examine the content of SIP bodies, and take appropriate action defined by local policy (e.g. forward the body unchanged, remove the body, reject the call). 
5.10.6.3.1
IBCF procedures related to encapsulated ISUP
An IMS can have policies for sharing ISUP information with neighbour networks.  Depending on local policy, the IBCF in an IM CN subsystem supporting ISUP encapsulation procedures may perform any reasonable combination of the following functions related to an encapsulated ISUP attachment within a received SIP message, where the Content-Type is application/isup or application/xml or application/nss, and the message is to be forwarded either towards or outside of the IMS:

-
Removal of Accept header list entries for application/isup or application/xml or application/nss;

-
Addition of an Accept header list entry for either application/isup or application/xml or application/nss;

-
Removal of an ISUP attachment marked for optional handling; 

-
Rejection of a SIP request that includes an ISUP attachment marked for required handling by returning a SIP 415 (Unsupported Media Type) response to the source of the SIP request without forwarding of the message;

To avoid unintentional disclosure of the ISUP information, an IBCF shall only forward SIP messages with encapsulated ISUP towards networks supporting a compatible version of ISUP and trusted to view the ISUP information.
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
