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1. Introduction

CT6 created the WI on SAE at CT6 #46 meeting in Feb. 2008 (see C6-080067.doc). One of their tasks is as follows:
i)
New data fields that need to be stored on the USIM if required by the CT1 protocol specifications:

Allowed CSG (Closed Subscriber Group) list (ref. 3GPP TR 24.801 v.0.5.1)
(and other items as required by the protocol specifications)

-
Temporary identity GUTI
-
Last Registered TAI
So it is proposed that CT1 should identify the requirements for USIM on SAE aspects. In this paper NTT DoCoMo shows initial thoughts on the issue and proposes a way forward.
2. Discussion
The newly introduced parameters for EMM that are to be stored on USIM are the following (ref. 3GPP TR 24.801v0.7.0):
· GUTI

· Last visited registered TAI

· TAI list

· Home NodeB white list

To avoid extra operational costs to replace USIMs for pre-Rel8 subscribers, who wants to use EPS service, it is required that either pre-Rel8 USIM or Rel8 EPS capable ME can store these parameters.  
It seems that ME is preferred to USIM for the objective, because of limited free space on the USIM.  But in the case USIM is preferred OTA can provide the data if their sizes are fit for the USIM.  
Therefore there is a possibility that EMM does not mandate Rel8 USIM. 
3. Proposal
It is proposed that CT1 shall be going to prove that new data does not mandate whole new Rel8 USIM for EPS subscriber from CT1 point of view.  In addition, it is proposed that CT1 will specify newly introduced parameters for EMM and send the parameter list to CT6.
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
