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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA1 for the LS (S1-080315/C1-080976) on the progress of eCall requirements in SA1. CT1 studied the requirements on eCall that are documented in 22.101 and has the following questions:
A. Are there any differences between MIeC and normal TS12 emergency call? If yes, what are the differences?
B. Stage 1 specifies that USIM shall be present in the eCall only UE, but is silent about whether the eCall only UE is required to use the USIM when establishing an eCall.  Is it required that the USIM be used when establishing an eCall?
C. Should PSAP be able to call back an eCall only UE after the end (normal or premature) of an eCall?
D. There is a requirement that “a eCall only UE shall not perform MM procedures except when attempting to initiate and during an eCall”. There is another requirement that states that “.. it shall be possible for a network operator to reconfigure eCall only UE so that it can access the subscribed services.” Could the apparent inconsistency between these two requirements be clarified – e.g. would some limited MM signalling be permissible to support the second requirement?
