	The Reason header in a SIP response message is currently specified to be used only with in the trust domain, and for this reason it is specified that the boundary of the trust domain SHALL delete the header when forwarding the message outside the trust domain.

However, 
(1) it should be up to the receiver of the response who determines whether to trust any value indicated within the Reason header, and 
(2) as the Reason header in responses is “recommended” to be used within trust domain according to the draft which is referenced, 
it is inapproriate to mandate the entities at the boundary of trust domain to delete the Reason header without considering further usage.



	
	

	Summary of change:

	In the new subclause 4.4.7, intended as a replacement of Annex L, indicate that the functional entity at the boundary of trust domain shall determine whether whether to remove the Reason header in the response before forwarding outside the trust domain.



	
	

	Consequences if 
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not approved:
	It will not be possible to insert any useful information that may be conveyed in the Reason header, especially in case of Gm interface, where the end-user may obtain additional information about the response.

Reason (in a response)
A functional entity should only include a Reason header in a response forwarded to another entity within the trust domain (as specified in draft-jesske-sipping-etsi-ngn-reason [130]). If a response is forwarded to an entity outside the trust domain, the functional entity at the boundary of the trust domain will need to determine whether to remove the Reason header when the response crosses the boundary of the trust domain.
NOTE:
A Reason header can be received in a response from outside the trust domain and will not be removed.
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
