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Introduction

This discussion paper proposes a way forwards for the specification of stage 3 requirements for IMS Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) based upon stage 3 requirements transferred from 3GPP2 as part of Common IMS agreements.

Issue

During CT1#51, 3GPP CT1 agreed on a work item description for IMS CAT supplementary service. The objective of the work item is as follows:
This work item covers specification of Stage 3 description for IMS CAT supplementary Service as specified in X.P0055: MMD Supplementary Services.

However, CT1 seem to be waiting upon the conclusion of the stage 2 study on the architecture of IMS based customized alerting tone.

The question remains, what exactly are the architectural impacts from such a service? How do we honour the 3GPP2/3GPP Common IMS agreements?

The 3GPP2 stage 3 requirements from X.P0055: MMD supplementary services do not require further modifications or enhancements to the 3GPP IMS architecture.

Thus, the CT1 WID does not require waiting for the conclusion of the stage 2 study, and the 3GPP2 requirements indicate no architectural impacts. So, what are we waiting for?

Proposal

It is proposed that, a LS is sent to SA2 asking them to conclude on the aspects of their study on IMS CAT that impact the 3GPP2 requirements, specifically, the requirements for a called party CAT service, so that CT1 can progress with specifying stage 3 requirements. It is necessary that the 3GPP2 requirements for CAT are honoured as per the objective of the work item description for IMS CAT supplementary service and the Common IMS agreements. 
Further requirements that may result from stage 2 studies/normative specifications can be worked on in stage 3 working groups in the future.
