Also discussed in CT1#52 as C1-080972
RAN2 re-discussed the issue of UL NAS message handling at inter-eNB handover. During the discussion, it was concluded that RAN2 still prefers NAS to take proper action in case of a possible NAS message transmission failure at inter-eNB handover. RAN2 would like to point out that: 

RAN2 would prefer to align with UEs’ behaviour in idle mode, i.e. if the UE reselects another cell during RRC connection establishment, AS indicates connection establishment failure. This allows NAS to take appropriate action e.g. in case the reselected cell is part of another TA. For further details, see R2-081357.

There may be cases (e.g. inter-MME handover) in which the NAS message to be sent after handover may need to change. In this respect it should be noted that inter eNB handover is equivalent to SRNC relocation in UMTS, but occurs more frequently. 

Based on the above, RAN2 would like to kindly ask CT1 to reconsider a UL NAS message handling at inter-eNB handover, i.e. to consider NAS to take proper action upon a possible NAS message transmission failure case.

As indicated in the attached document C4-080233, potential assignments of different S-CSCF to the Public User Identities within the same subscription could cause failure of some terminating requests or registration requests occurring at the same time for the Public User Identities which are not registered.

The problem has been confirmed by CT4 and a solution is expected. After discussion of three possible solutions provided in the attached document C4-080697, solution 3 is preferred by CT4. This solution has little requirement to the Cx interface and the HSS, but may impact the registration and terminating signalling procedures in the TS 24.229. It needs the I-CSCF to send LIR or UAR again to request S-CSCF name when it receives an error from the assigned S-CSCF after forwarding the registration or terminating service request to the S-CSCF. CT1 could assess whether a specific SIP error or error indication is needed in this case to be sent from the S-CSCF to the I-CSCF to indicate the different S-CSCF assignment problem.

SA4 agrees, in general, with CT1’s opinion that the 2-phase AVPF-AVP approach for inter-working with clients that do not support AVPF is not the optimal solution. However, during the work with TS 26.114 it was concluded that AVPF is really beneficial for the media adaptation in order to maintain a sufficient media quality also during the varying and/or degraded  channel conditions that can happen on shared channels such as HSDPA. The conclusion in SA4 was therefore that the benefits with AVPF were larger than the drawbacks. AVPF was also made mandatory for MTSI clients to ensure short session setup times between at least MTSI clients. To guarantee that AVPF would not cause session setup failures when inter-working with non-MTSI clients, it was also decided that the MTSI client must send a 2nd offer with AVP if the 1st offer with AVPF was rejected.

Q1: Does 26.114 cover MTSI enabled UEs only, or also other IMS UEs that support speech etc?

TS 26.114 is specific for the MTSI service but inter-working with other systems and services is also included.

The main intention with TS 26.114 was to specify a client for the MTSI service. However, to ensure proper inter-working with legacy CS services, for example CS UTRAN and GERAN services, it was also necessary to introduce some media-related requirements also for media gateways. The requirements for media gateways are, in general, somewhat relaxed compared to the corresponding requirements for the MTSI clients in the UEs.

Since MTSI is a telephony-grade service, it was also necessary to introduce a small set of media-handling requirements also for supplementary services. These requirements have some impact on MRFCs, MRFPs and application servers.

TS 26.114 does not cover other IMS services than MTSI.

Q2: In particular, why have the requirements been specified in 26.114, rather than in 26.235?

TS 26.114 and TSs 26.235/26.236 have different scopes. TS 26.114 is strictly for the telephony-grade MTSI service. TSs 26.235/26.236 can be used for, for example, conversational PS services, PoC and CSI, where the media or the service does not need to be a component within the Multimedia Telephony service or even an IMS service. The requirement scopes for TS 26.114 and TSs 26.235/26.236 are therefore different and it was concluded that it would have been problematic to describe both within the same specification and still keep the specification clear, consistent and easily understandable.

TSs 26.235/26.236 has been updated to better utilize the new flexibility enabled by HSPA. These updates gives better alignment with TS 26.114. These TSs do however not outline any requirements for using AVPF.

Q3: Are non-MTSI IMS clients required to support AVPF?

No.

Q4: Does SA4 see any problem in mandating the support of the SDP capability negotiation mechanism, and update 26.114 accordingly? If both clients support AVPF, but the called client does not support the SDP capability negotiation mechanism, they will end up using AVP.

SA4 discussed the possibilities to introduce SDP capability negotiation framework (SDPCapNeg, http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-mmusic-sdp-capability-negotiation-08.txt). The conclusion was that SDPCapNeg would be very useful for solving the AVP/AVPF session setup issues.

In SA4, AVPF is seen as an essential feature in order to fulfil the performance requirements defined for MTSI (CS equivalent). SA4 therefore believes that the session setup issues must be solved while still maintaining AVPF support for MTSI clients.

SA4 has also analysed the impacts of introducing SDPCapNeg in Release 8, but not in Release 7. The conclusion concurs with CT1’s analysis that this would force the clients to use AVP. The main issue, for SA4, is that the desired performance would degraded because of the fall-back to using AVP. To avoid inter-working issues with clients that support AVPF but do not support SDPCapNeg, it would be beneficial to introduce SDPCapNeg already for Rel-7.

SA4 is in favour of introducing SDPCapNeg in Release 7.

It was proposed to make a CT-wide WI to cover the work in the CT-WGs and not have a joint WG over SA and CT.

3GPP SA4 has been asked by 3GPP SA1 (Tdoc S4 080021/ S1-071928) to work on stage 3 specifications for the interworking use cases as described in TS 22.228. As a result of this LS the new WID “Encoding formats, transport formats and media description signalling for interworking, QoE, and other enhancements to MTSI-MHI” was agreed in SA4. In this WID one of the main objectives is to work on media functionalities for interworking.

SA4 is responsible for the media related functionalities for interworking (media format, transport format, media description signalling, etc…) which will have impact on and require changes in the SDP descriptions used. The CT groups are responsible for signalling and interworking on a system level. The SDP is a vital part of both media handling and network signalling. Other aspects of interworking also have impacts on SA4 and the CT groups.

As expressed in the WID, all work on interworking will be done in close cooperation with the relevant CT groups. The WID attempts to list some CT specifications that might be impacted. SA4 believes that the work in CT can be done under the general work code “Technical Enhancements and Improvements in R8”, TEIR8.  

Since R8 is planned to end on December 2008 it is quite important that we can start the work in SA4 as soon as possible. 

CT1, CT3 and CT4 are kindly asked to review the WID “New WID on “Encoding formats, transport formats and media description signalling for interworking, QoE, and other enhancements to MTSI-MHI”. Any comments that will result in updates of the WID should be sent directly to SA#40 plenary and SA4. Other comments that do not require updates of the WID can be sent directly to SA4.

RAN2 has during previous meetings discussed some alternatives on E-UTRAN cell global identifier (CGI) to be broadcasted on the BCCH. 

It is the RAN2 understanding that BCCH will contain a list of PLMN identities and a single TAC. RAN2 assumes that PLMN identity will be reused i.e. it will be part of the CGI. In a case of shared network it could be viewed that there are multiple CGIs for one cell. It is open whether TAC should be part of CGI or not.

A couple of proposals have been on the table in RAN2:

a) CGI = PLMN + CI

For this alternative, CI would probably need to be at least 28 bits long.

b) CGI = PLMN + eNB ID + CI

In this case eNB ID + CI would probably need to be at least 28 bits and possibly it requires having flexible eNB ID length to cater for CSG cells.

Note that format for CSG ID has not yet been agreed but according to operator requirements ID of at least 27 bits would be required. It is assumed that the eNB ID of home eNBs needs to be of this size as well.

For both choices above, CSG identity would have to be defined separately.

c) CGI = PLMN + TAC + CI

An estimated minimum size of the TAC is 16 bits; based on that LAC is 16 bits. In this case, CI could then be set to e.g. 16 - 28 bits.

RAN2 would like to confirm that the description above is consistent with CT1 understanding of the CGI.

In addition, RAN2 has discussed possible size limitations for the CGI. The additional bits required for CGI of LTE should be included in the SIB that contains the TAC. This SIB is scheduled frequently. The TAC is already available in this SIB, SIB1, thus there is no additional cost in bits to say that TAC is part of CGI. RAN2 prefers to limit the number of bits that should be included in SIB1 i.e. include as few bits of the CI (for alt. a and c) or the eNB ID + CI (for alt b) in the SIB1 as possible. As an example, if TAC is 16 bits, it would be preferable from RAN2 point of view to have CI (for alt. a and c) or CI + eNB ID (for alt. b) of 28 bits or less (a CI less than 28 bits could be used for e.g. home cell deployment, but for macrocell deployment larger values would still be necessary). If the TAC will be longer than 16 bits then it would be preferable to include even less amount of bits for the CI or eNB ID + CI.

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on UE specific paging DRX. In that reply LS RAN2 has asked two questions, to which SA2 is providing the following answers. 

Q1) Is the UE specific paging DRX always provided in a Tracking Area Update procedure?

SA2 thinks that UE specific paging DRX is an optional parameter that may be provided in a Tracking Area Update Accept message, i.e., it is not always provided. SA2 would also like to point out that this parameter may also be optionally provided in the Attach Accept message. 

Q2) If the answer to the Q1 is no, does SA2 see the need for the default paging DRX to be cell specific? 

SA2 would like to share RAN2's opinion that a cell specific default paging DRX is not needed. SA2 thinks that a default paging DRX parameter needs to be available in the UE, and kindly asks RAN2 to define how the default paging DRX parameter is determined. If no other mechanism is available, SA2 thinks RAN2 should define a fixed default value in its 3GPP specifications.

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS and answer the raised questions as following:

Q1) Is the periodic location update handled completely independently by each RAT, or does a location update in one RAT result in a location update in the other RAT?

Answer: There are independent periodic updates for 2G/3G and for EUTRAN. An update in one RAT does not result in an update for the other RAT.

Q2) If the periodic location update is handled independently, will there be any impact on the UE cell reselection behaviour (i.e. UE in RAT-a has to reselect to RAT-b in order to perform a periodic location update in RAT-b)? 

Answer: SA2 don’t assume any cell re-selection for the purpose of performing a periodic update. When a periodic update timer expires and the UE camps on the other RAT the UE performs the periodic update first when normal cell reselection procedures bring the UE to the RAT belonging to the expired timer.

Q3) In more general, how are the location registrations of different RATs or different domains maintained in the network and how are they “mirrored” in the UE NAS?

Answer: The UE and the network handle separate UE registrations for 2G/3G (SGSN) and EUTRAN (MME). There are also separate Attach and Tracking or Routing Area Update NAS procedures between UE and network. So the registrations for the 2G/3G and EUTRAN RATs have separate NAS procedures. The UE performs the NAS procedures according to the RAT camped on and stores the registration parameters for a RAT as received from the network separately after successful registration via one RAT. The registration parameters are stored separately for the RATs.

SA3 thanks CT1 for their LS on input parameters for NAS integrity and encryption algorithms received in S3-080466 (C1-081262), and would like to provide the following answers regarding the CT1 assumptions.

· The NAS sequence number shall always be integrity protected, but not encrypted, if a security context exists in the UE and the MME and security protection has been started.

SA3 can confirm that the NAS COUNT (which includes the NAS sequence number) shall be integrity protected, but that the NAS sequence number shall not be encrypted when NAS security has been started. 

· From a security point of view, there is no difference whether CT1 specifies encryption to be performed before integrity protection on the sending side, or vice versa.

SA3 has no strong opinion regarding the order of encryption and integrity protection and thinks that the simplicity and effectiveness of the protocol design have greater impact on the choice. However, SA3 would like to give the following advice w.r.t. the choice. If integrity protection is applied before encryption on the sending side then the MAC shall be encrypted together with the NAS message (this is the approach taken by PDCP in E-UTRAN and SSL), but if encryption is applied before integrity protection on the sending side, there is no need to encrypt the MAC (this is the approach taken by IPsec).

SA3 has agreed on a way how to document exception lists of not integrity / not confidentiality protected NAS and AS messages. 

While for UTRAN, the non-integrity protected RRC messages are listed in a specification managed by SA3 (i.e. TS 33.102 section 6.5), for E-UTRAN SA3 would like to ask to CT1 and RAN2 to maintain this explicit list of exceptions (including a documented reason) preferably in a separate clause of the specification. This is thought beneficial to avoid as much as possible inconsistency of this list if it had to be managed between two groups and to ensure the best visibility to SA3.

SA3's requirement is that all AS and NAS messages shall be protected unless there are specific reasons not to do so. 

These reasons may be (non-exclusive list): 

· because the message needs to be sent before the SMC activation.

· because the message is of broadcast type.

· because too much complexity would be involved.

SA3 would like to review such an exception list. 

SA3 would also like to note that we do not rule out partial message encryption, or mechanism with postponed integrity verification.

SA3 kindly asks CT1 and RAN2 to 

· To confirm that exception lists will be documented in TS 24.301, respectively TS 36.331 or other specifications.

· To inform SA3 of the respective sections, such that a review can take place at SA3#52.

A separate WI may be useful to complete the work in CT.

Early IMS security has been defined in draft TS 33.178 in rel-8. SA #39 has provided the guidance that stage 3 details should be transferred to relevant stage 3 specifications. The document attached indicate with editor’s notes which sections of the current draft TS include stage 3 details that need to be implemented in stage 3 specifications.

The initial analysis in SA3 suggests that the following parts would be in the scope of CT1:

· Clause 6.2.3

SA3 wants to inform that SA3 #51 decided to document stage 2 of early IMS security in a new normative Annex of TS 33.203, and stage 2  of clause 6.3 Security mechanism for HTTP services in a new normative Annex of TS 33.141. In addition, SA3 #51 decided that early IMS Security will be renamed in rel-8 to GPRS-IMS-Bundled Authentication (GIBA). SA3 will continue working on stage 2 for the upcoming meetings, and will inform CT1 and CT4 about any potential further impacts of that work on stage 3 specifications.

SA3 asks CT1 and CT4 to implement stage 3 of early IMS security in appropriate stage 3 specifications. SA3 asks CT1 and CT4 to keep SA3 up to date on progress of the specification work, so that SA3 can remove the corresponding sections from the draft stage 2 TS once stage 3 details are specified in stage 3 specifications.

In case a received AS SMC is not correlated to the transmitted NAS message carrying the synchronization information, SECURY MODE FAILURE occurs. RAN2 assumes that when SECURITY MODE FAILURE occurs, the RRC connection would be released and, hence, the condition that re-transmission of the initial NAS message is done over a new RRC connection would be met. 

Option-2) correlation can be performed by echoing the synchronization information, or a part thereof, back in the AS SMC. "

SA3 would like to note that the scenario described in S3-080461 (C1-081386), does not create the problem that the UE could use a wrong NAS SQN to derive the KeNB, as the NAS SQN is set to zero with a NAS level Security Mode Command after a successful AKA-run. However there might be other scenarios as indicated by CT1. During SA3 meeting a scenario was mentioned where the UE would sent multiple (outstanding) Service Requests, which then could lead for the UE to take the wrong NAS SQN to derive the KeNB, leading to a MAC failure of the AS SMC. If an AKA would be triggered due to this, the consequence would be more load to the core network.  

SA3 feel that the above discussions belong more to the competence of CT1 and RAN2, and it was felt that CT1 and RAN2 should make the decision and inform SA3 about the outcome.

With regard to option 2 there was a contribution (S3-080403) to SA3#51, which was postponed for approval, now waiting for feedback from CT1 and RAN2. S3-080403 is attached as it might help in the decision which solution has to be taken.

SA3 kindly asks CT1 and RAN2 to make a decision on the above issue and to inform SA3 about the choice made.

CCSA would like to inform 3GPP CT1 of SIP Overlap procedure used in China.

The SoftSwitch network based on the SIP protocol has been deployed in China, and the SIP Overlap procedure is also considered in that network. We select the SIP INFO method to realize the Overlap procedure and it has become a specification of China.

CCSA has noticed that the SIP Overlap signalling will be considered in R8 of IMS network, and we also noticed the  TISPAN TR 183 056 （Feasibility study on new methods for Overlap Sending ）has been frozen. The SIP INFO method (IN Dialog) is also suggested as an optional selection in TR 183 056 of TISPAN.

If the Overlap procedure must be considered in IMS network, we think the INFO method can be an alternative solution and this method will reduce the influence on existing IMS equipment, such as CSCFs , ASs etc.

One of the mechanisms proposed by ETSI TISPAN for the support of business trunking is the subscription-based approach, where the NGCN site accesses NGN capabilities and services via the P-CSCF and S-CSCF. In general this means that traffic to and from the same NGCN site passes through the same P-CSCF and S-CSCF.

Additionally our stage 1 requirements for business communication call for:

1.1.1 "14.2.1
Redundancy support

An NGN may support the connection of multiple NGCN sites belonging to the same enterprise, where an NGCN site B may serve as a redundant site for another NGCN site A. Redundancy is needed to ensure reachability of the NGCN users located in site A via the redundant site B.

When an NGN detects that an NGCN site cannot accept (totally or partially) communications or detects a failure at the interconnect with the NGCN site, then an NGN shall support failover mechanisms to the NGCN site serving as redundant NGCN site."

We would like 3GPP to take this requirement into account in their ongoing studies on restoration procedures. Note that scalability may also be an issue (e.g., a large enterprise may have to be homed on multiple x-CSCF sites due to traffic volume.
