6.3.6.1
S-CSCF initiated deregistration
Upon receipt of a NOTIFY request on the dialog which was generated during subscription to the reg event package on behalf of the UE, as described in subclause 6.3.4, including a <registration> element which was registered by the MSC Server with either:

-
the state attribute set to "terminated" and the event attribute within the <contact> element belonging to this UE set to "rejected" or "deactivated"; or

-
the state attribute set to "active" and the state attribute within the <contact> element belonging to this UE set to "terminated", and the event attribute within the <contact> element belonging to this UE set to "rejected" or "deactivated";

the MSC Server shall remove all stored information for these public user identities and remove these public user identities from the list of the public user identities that are registered for this user. In case of a "deactivated" event attribute, the MSC Server shall start the initial registration procedure as described in subclause 6.3.1. In case of a "rejected" event attribute, the MSC Server shall release all IMS dialogs related to those public user identities.
