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In the last SA2 meeting it was agreed that when the UE performs an handover from non-3GPP to 3GPP access then it should be provided connectivity with the default PDN first and then the UE can request connectivity with all the PDNs that it is connected with by triggering the UE requested PDN connectivity procedure and by setting the Request type to either “initial attach” or handover. This contribution aims to clarify the subclause 6.5.1.2 to include the Request type in PDN connectivity procedure.
Start of first change
6.5.1.2
UE requested PDN connectivity procedure initiation
In order to request connectivity to the default PDN in the attach procedure, the UE shall not include any APN in the PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message.

In order to request connectivity to an additional PDN, the UE shall send a PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message to the MME, start timer T348Y and enter the PROCEDURE TRANSACTION PENDING state. This message shall include the requested APN, if available, the procedure transaction identity (PTI), the protocol configuration options (PCO) and, if available, information about the IP address allocation as specified in subclause 6.4.1. The UE shall set the Request type to “initial attach” if the connectivity established is for initial attach. The UE shall set the Request type to “handover” if the connectivity established is for handover from non-3GPP network.
If the UE supports DSMIPv6, the UE may include a request for obtaining the IPv6 address and optionally the IPv4 address of the home agent in the Protocol configuration options IE in the PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST message. The UE may also include a request for obtaining the IPv6 Home Network Prefix.
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
