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1. Introduction

This CR addresses the action taken by the UE when the PTI in the "EPS bearer context deactivation" message  is not valid.

2. Reason for Change

An editor's note exists for this case and must be closed.
3. Proposal

It is proposed that when the PTI in the "EPS bearer context deactivation" message  is not valid, the UE should ignore the message. The result is that the timer T3495 will expire in the MME. TS24.301 specifies that on expiry of this timer, the MME performs a Retransmission of DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST.
As stated elsewhere in 24.301 “The EPS bearer context state(s) can be synchronized between the UE and the MME at the next EMM-IDLE to EMM-CONNECTED transition, e.g. during a service request or tracking area updating procedure.”. 

It should be noted that the procedures for timer T3495 expiry are currently incomplete, and only specified in the table, and there only for the first four expiries.
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS <24.301>.

EPS bearer context deactivation accepted by the UE

Upon receipt of the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message, the UE shall delete the EPS bearer context identified by the EPS bearer identity. After deactivating the identified EPS bearer context, the UE shall respond to the MME with the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT.

If the EPS bearer identity indicated in the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST does not point to an existing EPS bearer context, the UE shall respond with a DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT with the EPS bearer identity set to the received EPS bearer identity.

If the EPS bearer identity indicated in the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST is that of the default bearer to a PDN, the UE shall delete all EPS bearer contexts associated to the PDN. After deactivating all EPS bearer contexts, the UE shall respond to the MME with the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT.
Upon receipt of the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message, the MME shall enter the state BEARER CONTEXT INACTIVE and stop the timer T3495.

EPS bearer context deactivation abnormal cases
If the PTI indicated in the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message does not match any PTI in use, the UE shall ignore the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message. 
NOTE:
If the network believes there is a valid transaction with this PTI, the timer T3495 will expire in the network and the network will again send the DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message.  
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
