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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for bringing to its attention the possibility that the mobile will be connected by the default PSAP rather than the desired one, as stated in the “Consequences if not approved” of document S2-083985 which was kindly included as part of S2-084450. CT1 has reviewed the material and agreed on the following.
Copy of requested action:
SA2 asks CT1 to take notice of the attached change request and assess the need to adopt this behaviour also in Release 5 and Release 6.
After further study, CT1 has decided to revise their LS in C1-082783. 
In response to the action in the LS, CT1 points out that 3GPP TS 24.229-5.21.0 and 3GPP TS 24.229-6.18.0, subclause 5.1.6, contains a requirement to attempt an emergency call setup according to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.008 upon receipt of a 380 (Alternative Service) response containing a XML body that includes an <alternative service> element with the <type> child element set to "emergency":

In the event the UE receives a 380 (Alternative Service) response to an INVITE request the response containing a XML body that includes an <alternative service> element with the <type> child element set to "emergency", the UE shall automatically:

-
send an ACK request to the P-CSCF as per normal SIP procedures;

-
attempt an emergency call setup according to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.008 [8].

Therefore stage 3 impact is foreseen on Release 5, 6, 7, and 8 of 3GPP TS 24.229. There may also be impact on 3GPP TS 24.403, 3GPP TS 24.503, and 3GPP2 C.S0005-D. 
Considering that Rel-5 or Rel-6 UEs are available, CT1 would prefer if this behaviour is not adopted stage 2 versions of Release 5 and Release 6.
