During RAN2#62bis we discussed the introduction on the HNB/HeNB identifier (HNBID) for E-UTRAN CSG cells based on company input (R2-083192). It was confirmed by RAN2 that this HNB/HeNB identifier (HNBID) is needed for display and manual CSG ID selection and is handled as part of the AS information for both E-UTRAN and UTRAN.

During the discussion the coding of the HNBID was disucssed. In order to define the ASN.1 for E-UTRAN correctly it must be understood in RAN2 if the full UTF-8 coding [1] with 4 bytes per character is needed or if any restriction (e.g. only 1, 2  or 3 bytes per character) would be acceptable ? In order to minimise the overhead on the BCCH the size should be restricted as much as possible.

RAN2 would like to inform SA1 and CT1 that it has been agreed to sent the HNBID in a separate System Information Block (SIB9) in E-UTRAN in order to allow flexible configuration of the SIB repetition cylce which is an operator choice. Further it has been agreed that on reception of the HNBID from the serving cell or as an outcome of a manual CSG ID selection procedure, this information will be sent to NAS for UE display and CSG ID selection purpose.

Finally the question arised if the broadcast of the HNBID is conditionally on the CSG bit sent on the BCCH or if this can also be used by eNBs which are not part of a CSG ID (i.e. normal cells or open Home-(e)NB) ?

CT4 has discussed the issue and concluded that the existing functionality in GTP does not include possibility to sending rejected TFT filters in response messages, but concists of including relevant Cause Codes indicating the reason for rejecting the bearer establishment or modification request in the corresponding response to the SGSN. If requirements are agreed to include further information available such as a TFT filters, it would be possible to add such IEs on an optional basis in GTP. SA2 does not believe RACS is part of the Core IMS according to TS 23.506 of TISPAN Core IMS.

Question 1 

Is it a correct understanding that the UE may disconnect from the PDN indicated by the default APN as long as the UE keeps IP connectivity to at least one other PDN?

SA2 response: Yes, that is correct understanding.

Question 2 

Currently, stage 2 specifies that when all bearer contexts are released, the UE shall be implicitly detached. With regards to this procedure, CT1 discussed the following proposal:

If the UE initiates the PDN disconnection procedure for the only/last PDN it is currently connected to, the MME will reject the request. To release the last PDN connection, explicit Detach procedure shall be used instead.

The motivations of this proposal are as follows:

1. Use of EMM procedure instead of an ESM procedure for the EMM state transition. 

2. Preference for explicit detach instead of implicit detach to prevent mis-synchronization cases (particularly when explicit detach is available)

SA2 response: SA2 agrees with CT1 preference to do explicit detach to prevent/minimize mis-synchronization

 cases and as such updated TS 23.401 accordingly (see attached CR), agreed in SA2#66.

Location Reporting is demand based procedure used in order to locate the UE within eNB. Examples for this are to aid the law enforcement agencies, or for charging purposes, in particular for the cases when an eNB controls a large number of cells and/or some of the cells are a long distance from the eNB.

The other procedures mentioned in the RAN3 LS are used to provide cell ID to support network based operator services plus providing lower granularity support to aid law enforcement agencies and charging.  Considering these use cases, SA2 think that it is necessary to send global cell ID as specified in TS 23.401 to keep the information in EPC up-to-date.

SA2 would also like to inform RAN3 that SA2 agreed that nothing needs to be deleted in TS 23.401 regarding cell-id reporting mechanism at this point of time, due to the above mentioned reasons.

ETSI TISPAN kindly thanks 3GPP for the LS regarding the documentation of TISPAN Rel-2 in 3GPP.  ETSI TISPAN agree with 3GPP SA's recommendation in treating the 400-series and 500-series as frozen and that no new functionality should be added to these specifications as a result of alignment CR's for new functionality from Stage 1 or 2 towards the later stages.  ETSI TISPAN also agrees that modifications to these specifications can be made if modifications are deemed to be essential.

During presentation of the LS at the TISPAN#18 Plenary, it was raised that some modifications may be required and deemed essential, for completion of TISPAN Release 2 requirements for Business Trunking services.  In this respect, TISPAN would like to draw attention to the scope of 3GPP TS 24.503 (resulting from the transfer of the contents of ES 283 003) that includes the following statement:

 

"The present document together with the endorsed document provides the necessary SIP/SDP specifications for supporting TISPAN Release 2 requirements, with the exception of some of the features required for Business Trunking services (e.g. procedures for handling Wildcarded Public User Identities) and IPTV services (e.g. SDP extensions). Modifications required in support of these features are expected to be included as essential corrections to the present document."

With the reduced scope as agreed at last 3GPP SA Personal Network Management feature, including stage 3, is nearly complete. TS22.259 was modified accordingly to cater for the limited Rel-8 scope.

PNM does not explicitly exclude a certain service from being redirected to another UE under the “roof” of PNM. Insofar one can assume that PNM is also applicable to MMTel. Although PNM functionality provides first of all session management for users operating more than one terminal (Redirecting services) it is in terms of features and structure similar to supplementary services (SS). Recently Flexible Alerting (FA) was added as a type of supplementary service to 22.173 although not specified to detail via a dedicated specification. FA provides to some point similar functionality as PNM.

Although, in contrast to FA, PNM is not only applicable to MMTel it might be worthwhile to add a paragraph to TS22.173 highlighting applicability of PNM to MMTel. 

SA1 has discussed this proposal and would create a CR to 22.173 Rel-8 in case this CR would not contradict current CT1 work. A first draft of respective wording for 22.173 is included in the Annex for information.

SA1 has discussed the notion of introducing an Open Access Mode of operation for HNB/HeNB in Release 9. 

The following definitions and requirements were discussed. 

Open Access Mode:  An HNB/HeNB where subscriber access is not limited to UEs that include the CSG identity of the HNB/HeNB in the CSG identities white list.

Closed Access Mode: Subscriber access is limited to UEs that include the CSG identity of the HNB/HeNB in the CSG identities white list.

4.3.x Open Access Mode

The following requirements shall apply in the Open Access Mode:

· Subject to operator and registered owner agreement, the network operator shall be able to re-configure the HNB/HeNB to provide service to subscribers of any PLMN not belonging to the CSG subject to roaming agreement.

· It shall be possible for a UE to give priority to HNB/HeNB in open access mode.

Before including these requirements into the TS22.220 (draft) SA1 would like RAN2 and CT1 to study the above draft requirements and provide an assessment of the impacts, in particular with regards to the following points:

1. Discovering the presence of a HNB/HeNB operating in Open Access Mode

2. Increase the “visibility” of CSG cells in Open Access Mode

3. The capability of the UE giving priority to the selection of a particular HNB/HeNB in Open Access Mode with respect to Node B/eNode B or other HNB/HeNB.

4. Notify the UE that it is under coverage of a CSG cell operating in Open Access Mode when such cell is part of a CSG present in the user’s white list

The decision to extend the length was primarily based on the consideration that Kanjis as well as Chinese symbols are normally encoded on 3 bytes, therefore the original length was only allowing for a maximum of 10 symbols which was thought to be not sufficient in some circumstances. 

RAN2 has provided information with regards to the placement of the HNBID in a separate system information block of the broadcast channel.

SA1 has discussed the user experience related to the manual selection and agreed that it would be beneficial if the HNBID could be decoded during the scan of the CSG IDs since SA1 doubts that the presentation of the CSG ID in its raw format will be useful and could instead confuse the user. 

Finally RAN2 asked whether the HNBID should be sent when the CSG indicator is not set.

One of the major issues of concern to operators and vendors is the potential negative impact to battery life in a mobile device when the cell broadcast capability is turned on to allow for receipt of cell broadcast information for emergency alerts and for any other application relying on cell broadcast. Innovative methods are sought to lengthen battery life when cell broadcast is used.

SA1 notes that in TS 22.168 on ETWS Requirements clause 5.8.3, there is a requirement that states that; 

 ‘Battery life of the UE shall not be significantly reduced by the introduction of ETWS.’

SA1 also notes the SA2 #64 decision where SA2 selected a CBS based solution with enhancements for Rel-8 ETWS.

SA1 believes that the industry would benefit from a harmonized approach to extending battery life when cell broadcast is enabled in the mobile devices. Furthermore, any technique considered for improving the battery life should be applicable to cell broadcast services in general, rather than specifically for ETWS. 

SA1 kindly requests CT1 to take into account that any solution developed for ETWS to extend battery life should be applicable to cell broadcast services in general.

SA1 understands that SA2 has introduced a concept called UE-Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate (UE-AMBR) that allows the aggregate UE data rate for non-real time traffic to be capped to a certain value for E-UTRAN in TS 23.401 for Release 8. SA1 sees the benefits of this concept and is considering introducing similar requirements for UTRAN and GERAN for Release 9.

Currently, SA1 is discussing whether this functionality would apply to the EPS architecture only or whether this would apply to both the EPS architecture and the SGSN/GGSN legacy architecture.

SA1 would like to give an example of the use case:

If a user purchases a subscription package that allows data rates of up to 2Mbps, currently, UE AMBR of 2Mbps will be enforced when the user is in E-UTRAN and not when the user is in UTRAN or GERAN. So, when the UE moves to UTRAN, the 2Mbps limit is currently not enforced. This means it is possible for the user to obtain services in excess of their 2Mbps subscription. For this purpose, it is necessary for UE AMBR to be available in UTRAN.

Before introducing requirements for this functionality, SA1 would like to request feedback from the working groups that would be affected by such a requirement.
