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1. Introduction
Service request procedure is used by the UE to request the establishment of signaling connection and traffic bearers to the network. Additionally, it is used to initiate UE originating or terminating CS fallback to the network. 
2. Reason for Change

The Service Request message defined in subclause 8.2.22 of TS 24.301 has no IE for specifying the purpose of the service request procedure. A Service Type IE needs to be defined and added to the Service Request message in EMM as in GMM Service Request message.  

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to subclause 8.2.22 on “Service Request” message and 9.9.3.x on “Service Type” IE in TS 24.301.

This message is sent by the UE to the network to request the establishment of a NAS signalling connection and of the radio and S1 bearers. It is also sent by the UE to initiate CS fallback or respond to CS fallback request from the network. Its structure does not follow the structure of a standard layer 3 message. See table 8.2.22.1.
