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1. Introduction
This document proposes to remove editor's note in section 4.2.
2. Reason for Change
The editors note in section 4.2 states that it is unclear whether the cdma2000 HPRD UE is equipped with a UICC in order to access the EPC via the cdma2000 HRPD access network, and states that the resolution is expected to come from SA1.
SA1 has discussed this in the context of a LS from SA3 which asks a similar question, and SA1 decided that the scenario where cdma2000 HRPD only device accesses EPC through cdma2000 HRPD Access is to be supported (reply LS in S1-082384).
3. Conclusions
Since it is not mandatory that cdma2000 HRPD is equipped with UICC, the question is solved and the editor's note can be removed. Note that this change is related to UICC only, and does not affect any of the SA3 determined other requirements for accessing the EPC through cdma2000 HRPD access.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree to the removal of the editor's note in section 4.2 of 3GPP TS 24.302 V0.5.0 (2008-06) as shown below:

cdma2000 HRPD Access System

The cdma2000 HRPD system is a wireless mobile system developed under the auspices of 3GPP2. The cdma2000 HRPD system and its access network subsystem is compliant with 3GPP2 P.R0001 [12]. The protocol architecture and signalling of the cdma2000 HRPD system are specified in 3GPP2 X.S0011 [13] series which supports the cdma2000 HRPD air interface defined in 3GPP2 C.S0024-0 [14] and 3GPP2 C.S0024-A [15].
