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1. Introduction

This document disucusses about  the neccessity of creating Rel-8 USIM.

2. Reason for Change

In the last CT1 meeting, it was agreed that EMM parameters below should be stored in USIM when Rel-8 USIM is inserted into the UE.  When pre-Rel8 USIM is inserted into the UE, it was agreed to store those parameters into non-volatile memory in the ME.

However, considering the facts below, NTT DOCOMO doubts if there is a necessity to create new Rel-8 USIM. 


a) There is no parameter which mandates Rel-8 USIM use

(If user has a pre-Rel 8 USIM, it is sufficient to receive EPS service as SA1 answered in S1-080741)

b) Following the current description in TS24.301, UE has to support both pre-Rel8 USIM and Rel8 USIM.  It increases the work related to implementing UE and testing UE.

This paper proposes 

a) the unified handling of Rel-8 EMM parameters

b) sending LS to CT6  to indicate there is no need to create Rel-8 USIM.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301.

EPS update status

In order to describe the detailed UE behaviour, the EPS update (EU) status pertaining to a specific subscriber is defined.

The EPS update status is stored  in the non-volatile memory in the ME, as described in Annex C.

The EPS update status value is changed only after the execution of an attach, network initiated detach, authentication, tracking area update or service request procedure.

EU1: UPDATED


The last attach or tracking area updating attempt was successful.

EU2: NOT UPDATED


The last attach or tracking area updating attempt failed procedurally, i.e. no response was received from the MME.

EU3: ROAMING NOT ALLOWED


The last attach or tracking area updating attempt was correctly performed, but the answer from the MME was negative (because of roaming or subscription restrictions).

Annex C (normative):
Storage of EMM information

The following EMM parameters shall be stored in the ME:

GUTI;

-
last visited registered TAI;
-
EPS update status;

-
allowed CSG list.



 These EMM parameters are stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the IMSI from the USIM. These EMM parameters can only be used if the IMSI from the USIM matches the IMSI stored in the non-volatile memory; else the UE shall delete the EMM parameters.
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
