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1. Introduction
This CR introduces text to describe the linkage between the NAS protocols for EPS mobility management and EPS session management.  It describes the processing rules when NAS EMM messages are received by the UE or MME while ESM procedures are active for the same UE.  It describes the processing rules when ESM messages are received by the UE or MME while EMM procedures are active for the same UE.
2. Reason for Change

The current specification does not contain any text in sub-clause 4.2.  The rules for processing combinations of EMM and ESM messages is proposed.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS <24.301>.

This PCR updates PCR C1-082970

The changes to C1-082970 are the following:
· Deleted the bullet list of rules that qualifies the language in the bullet list of priorities.
· Deleted the bullet item that referred to ESM messages (IEs) in EMM messages and replaced it with a specific reference to the attach procedure.
· Changed the linkage rules to suspend ESM procedures (not abort ESM procedures) when EMM message are to be processed.

4.2
Linkage between the protocols for EPS mobility management and EPS session management
This clause specifies the priority rules for processing combinations of ESM and EMM messages when both messages types are received simultaneously or are present on the UE or MME incoming message queue.
· When a UE or the network is active in an EMM procedure, all ESM messages received are put on the input queue. When the EMM procedures are completed, ESM procedures are processed in the order in which they were received.  The Attach procedure is an exception.

· During the EPS attach procedure, the network allocates a default EPS bearer context. Additionally, the network can allocate one or several dedicated EPS bearer contexts. To this purpose the EPS session management messages for the default EPS bearer context activation are transmitted piggy-backed in EPS mobility management management messages. See subclause 5.5 "Attach procedure".
· Editor's note: the solution for the activation of dedicated EPS bearer contexts during the attach procedure is FFS.
· If the receiving entity is active in an ESM procedure and an EMM message for the same UE is received, the ESM procedure is suspended,  and processing of the EMM procedure is initiated.  Upon completion of the EMM procedure, the ESM procedure is continued from the point at which it was suspended.
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
