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1. Introduction
Currently the SDF QoS parameters withtn UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure is FFS. But in SA2 it was already clerified that the SDF QoS IE includes QCI and GBR.

2. Reason for Change
In SA2 #65 meeting, it was approved that the SDF QoS IE includes the QCI and, optionally, the GBR requirement of the Service Data Flow. The intention of including the GBR in addition to QCI is to enable the UE to require or modify the GBR according to the delay requirement from application.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS24.301 v040.

6.5.3.1
General

The purpose of the UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure is for a UE to request the allocation of bearer resources for new service data flows. The UE can request or modify a specific QoS demand (QCI) and optionally it can either send a GBR requirement, for a new service data flow, or modify the existing GBR. If accepted by the network, this procedure invokes either the dedicated EPS bearer context activation procedure (see subclause 6.4.2) or the EPS bearer context modification procedure (see subclause 6.4.3).

UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure initiation

In order to request the allocation of bearer resources for new service data flows, the UE shall send a BEARER RESOURCE ALLOCATION REQUEST message to the MME, start timer T3480 and enter the state PROCEDURE TRANSACTION PENDING.
