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1. Introduction
This CR proposes some minor clarifications to the text related to TAU procedure seen from the UE side.
2. Reason for Change
In section 5.5.3.2.2 it is stated that;

 “When the UE has user data pending and performs an intersystem change from S101 mode to S1 mode to a tracking area previously registered in the MME, the UE shall perform a service request procedure instead of a tracking area updating procedure”. 
The UE is normally unaware of the MME it has registered to, however it knows the TAI-list provided by that MME. It is suggested to replace the MME in the text above with the valid TAI-list available in the UE after the S101 to S1 intersystem change.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301 v 1.0.0.

5.5.3.2.2
Normal and periodic tracking area updating procedure initiation

The UE in state EMM-REGISTERED shall initiate the tracking area updating procedure by sending a TRACKING AREA UPDATE REQUEST message to the MME,

i)
when the UE detects entering a tracking area that is not in the list of tracking areas that the UE previously registered in the MME;

ii)
when the periodic tracking area updating timer T3412 expires;

iii)
when the UE with ISR active moves to E-UTRAN and the UE's TIN indicates "P-TMSI";

iv)
when the UE performs an intersystem change from S101 mode to S1 mode and has no user data pending;

v)
when the UE receives an indication from the lower layers that the RRC connection was released with cause "load balancing TAU required".

When the UE has user data pending and performs an intersystem change from S101 mode to S1 mode to a tracking area present in the TAI list stored in the UE, the UE shall perform a service request procedure instead of a tracking area updating procedure.
