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1. Introduction
The current Binding Revocation Acknowledgment message is updated to be in alignment with draft-ietf-mext-binding-revocation.
2. Reason for Change
At the last CT1 meeting #55bis changes were made to update the binding revocation functionality from the old draft-muhanna-mext-binding-revocation to the new draft-ietf-mext-binding-revocation.

The TS currently shows that the  IPv4 Home Address Option is returned in the BRA as per the old draft-muhanna-mext-binding-revocation. As the IPv4 Home Address Option is no longer sent in the BRI it can no longer be returned in the BRA.

The IPv4 Home Address Option should be removed from the list of valid mobility options of the BRA.
3. Conclusions

Remove the IPv4 Home Address Option from the BRA message definition.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.303 V1.3.0.
