5.1.4
Coordination between EMM and GMM

A UE, that is S1 mode capable and capable of Gb mode or Iu-ps mode or both, shall maintain one common registration status indicating whether the UE is registered for packet services or not.

A UE that is not registered, shall be in state EMM-DEREGISTERED and in state GMM-DEREGISTERED. 

If the UE performs a successful attach procedure in S1 mode, it shall enter both state EMM-REGISTERED and state GMM-REGISTERED. The selected sub-state is GMM-REGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE. 

If the UE performs a successful GPRS attach procedure in A/Gb or Iu-ps mode, it shall enter both state GMM-REGISTERED and state EMM-REGISTERED. The selected sub-state is EMM-REGISTERED.NO-CELL-AVAILABLE.

After execution of successful attach or routing or tracking area updating procedures in both S1 mode and A/Gb or Iu-ps mode,  if the network has indicated that ISR is activated, the UE shall maintain registrations in both GMM and EMM. This includes registration state, update status, periodic update timers and temporary identities.
