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1. Introduction
The document proposes a new IE to UE-initiated detach procedure to spport related CSG access control.
2. Reason for Change
If a UE initiates a detach procedure in a CSG cell to which the user is not allowed to access, e.g. the CSG id of the CSG cell is removed from the white list, the user should be indicated meanwhile the detach request is accepted by the MME. So it is proposed to add a new IE in the detach accept message to indicate the UE that the CSG ID is not in the white list any more, i.e. a new IE with value "Current CSG Not Allowed in this PLMN" is added to the Detach Accept (UE originating detach) message.
3. Conclusions

It is proposed to add a new IE in the detach accept message to indicate the UE that the CSG ID is not in the white list any more, i.e. a new IE with value "CSG Not Allowed in this PLMN" is added to the Detach Accept (UE originating detach) message.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301 v1.1.1.

5.5.2
Detach procedure

5.5.2.1
General

The detach procedure is used:

-
by the UE to detach for EPS services only;

-
by the UE to disconnect from the last PDN it is connected to;

-
by the UE to detach for both EPS services and non-EPS services or for non-EPS services only via a combined detach procedure; and

-
by the network to inform the UE that it does not have access to the EPS any longer.
The detach procedure shall be invoked by the UE if the UE is switched off, the USIM card is removed from the UE or the EPS capability or CS Fallback capability of the UE is disabled.
If the detach procedure is performed, the EPS bearer context(s) for this particular UE are deactivated locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME.

If a UE initiates a detach procedure in a CSG cell and the corresponding CSG ID is not in the Allowed CSG List, the MME may indicate that the UE is not allowed to access the CSG any more. In this case, the UE shall remove the CSG ID from its Allowed CSG List.
