Without complete definition of Allowed CSG List management object parameters, a UE can’t perform Allowed CSG List management so that access control of CSG access can’t be performed correctly. 


Abstract of document:
The present document describes NAS impact of the 3G home Node-B and CSG. The WI of HomeNB-3G looks at the CSG concept and the terminal Idle Mode mobility to/from macro 3G cell from/to CSG. While, following the CSG concepts, the WI considers the impacts on 3G NAS and especially backward compatibility for Pre-Release 8 UEs.

It also includes the work to define the OMA DM MO for the allowed CSG list. The OMA DM MO for the allowed CSG list is commonly used for HomeNB-3G and HomeNB-LTE WIs. 
Contentious Issues:

Access control and CSG selection for an open cell with CSG ID (common with HomeNB-LTE). 
Co-existence and interaction between CSG based access control by the core network and the access control by the HNB GW.
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
