For EMM-DEREGISTERED.ATTEMPTING-TO-ATTACH substate, it is clarified that the UE can perform attach if it enters a new cell and this cell is in a new tracking area. 

Description for EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH is added and it is clarified that the tracking area updating attempt counter is reset when the UE selects a new PLMN in substate EMM-REGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH. 
For substate EMM-REGISTERED.UPDATE-NEEDED, it is clarified that the UE shall not send signalling information unless as a response to paging.
