4.3.6.0
General

The MM information procedure can be invoked by the network at any time during an RR connection.

4.3.6.1
MM information procedure initiation by the network

The MM information procedure consists only of the MM INFORMATION message sent from the networhk to the mobile station. During an RR connection, the network shall send none, one, or more MM INFORMATION messages to the mobile station. If more than one MM INFORMATION message is sent, the messages need not have the same content.

NOTE:
If the network does not take care in selecting when it sends the MM INFORMATION message, it can add delay to, or interrupt, a CM layer transaction. Immediately after the AUTHENTICATION REQUEST message can be a suitable time to send this message.

4.3.6.2
MM information procedure in the mobile station

When the mobile station receives an MM INFORMATION message, it shall accept the message and optionally use the contents to update appropriate information stored within the mobile station.

If more than one GMM INFORMATION message is sent, the messages need not have the same content.
