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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure considering the latest agreements reached by SA2 in TS 23.401 v8.4.1 and got to a couple of questions.
In subclause 4.7.2.1 of TS 23.401 it is indicated that “The packet filters signalled in the NAS procedures are associated with a unique packet filter identifier on per-PDN connection basis”.
However for a number of reasons identified in the attached discussion paper, CT1 concluded that in certain cases the UE will anyway need to perform IP filter matching between IP flow filter (packet filter), and consequently only looking at the packet filter identifier does not help. Therefore, CT1 is of the opinion that the uniqueness of packet filter identifier per PDN connection basis is unnecessary and does not provide any benefit.

CT1 would also like to note that if the packet filter identifiers are not unique per PDN connection, then there might not be any need of changes to the existing definitions of traffic flow template (see TS 24.008) due to the need of increasing the maximum number of possible packet filters per PDN connection.
CT1 also noted that in TS 23.401, in the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure the UE includes the GBR requirement of the EPS bearer, but the message has not been updated to include the EPS bearer identity. CT1 would like to ask for confirmation that the intent is to also provide the EPS bearer identity for modify and delete operations.
2. Actions:

To SA2 group
ACTION: 
CT1 would kindly ask SA2 to consider the points above and provide guidance on the uniqueness of packet filter identifier per PDN connection basis, and on inclusion of the EPS bearer identity in the UE initiated bearer resource modification procedure.
