The UE shall follow the procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] for session initiation and termination.

UE Actions for CAT copy

In order for the calling party to copy the media for the CAT service, the UE shall send a specific DTMF digit for CAT copy to the AS.

NOTE:
The definition of which DTMFs are used is outside the scope of this specification and is dependant on the implementation of operater.
When the DTMFs are transported by in-band mechanism based on the operator’s policy, the UE shall be able to send the RTP media even though it has not received the 200 OK（INVITE）from the called party.
Editor’s Note:
It is FFS how the DTMF digits are transported. There are mechanisms both for in-band and out-of-band DTMF transport.

UE Actions for CAT stop

In order for the calling party to stop the media for the CAT service, the UE shall send a specific DTMF digit for CAT stop to the AS. 

In order for the calling party to restart the media for the CAT service, the UE shall send a specific DTMF digit for CAT restart to the AS.
NOTE:
The definition of which DTMFs are used is outside the scope of this specification and is dependant on the implementation of operater.
When the DTMFs are transported by in-band mechanism based on the operator’s policy, the UE shall be able to send the RTP media even though it has not received the 200 OK（INVITE）from the called party.
