6.8.2.2.4.x
Access handover to WiFi access network

This section describes the procedures performed by an UE to handover to a WiFi access network. According to ANDSF inter-system policy rules defined in TS 24.312 the UE performs handover to WiFi access if
there is a valid inter-system policy indicating WLAN in the list of target access technologies (described in the PrioritizedAccess node) and WLAN has the highest priority among the available technologies.
When performing an access handover to WiFi, the UE shall perform the following steps:
-
Perform scanning as described in section 3 of TS 24.324 [xx]; the operation produces a list of SSIDs;
-
The UE shall consider the SSIDs communicated by ANDSF if present. If no SSID has been received from ANDSF server, the UE shall consider  any SSIDs in an implementation specific order. For each considered SSID, the UE shall discover the supported PLMN in the following way:
1)
If the WLAN supports IEEE P802.11u [yy] and interworking and the UE supports IEEE P802.11u [yy], the UE shall perform native GAS procedures as described in subclause 5.2.4 of TS 24.324 [xx];
2)
If GAS procedure was not performed, the UE shall sequentially perform association with each access point and request for a list of supported PLMNs when authenticating with the access network as described in subclause 6.4.2 in case of trusted WLAN access or as described in subclause 6.5.2 in case of untrusted WLAN access. 
-
The UE should choose the first considered AP supporting the PLMN the UE is connected to before starting the handover operations described in this subclause and perform complete authentication and authorization procedures. 
If through this procedure the UE doesn’t discover any access points providing connectivity to the PLMN to which it is attached, the UE shall consider the WLAN access and the correspondent SSID (if communicated by ANDSF) as not available.

Usage of information to avoid ping-pong effect    
Network detection and selection shall take into account the access network specific requirements and the UE's local policy, e.g. user preference settings, access history, etc, along with the information provided by the ANDSF when selecting an access network. The local policy and the information provided by the ANDSF shall be used by the UE in an implementation dependent way to limit the undesired alternating between access systems, e.g. ping-pong type of inter-system changes. However, the use of such information from the ANDSF shall not be in contradiction to functions specified in 3GPP TS 23.122 [4], 3GPP TS 25.304 [14] and 3GPP TS 36.304 [16].
