The SCC AS shall be able to obtain registration state information from the received third-party REGISTER requests, including information contained in the body of the third-party REGISTER request, as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2]; 

NOTE: third-party REGISTER requests provide information that allows the SCC AS to select, for incoming requests, one or more types of access networks through which the session shall be terminated.
The SCC AS can also obtain registration state information that it needs to implement SCC specific requirements from:


a)
any received reg event package as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2]; or

b)
the Sh interface as specified in 3GPP TS 29.328 [6] and 3GPP TS 29.329 [7].
