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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA3 for their LS on Concurrent Running of Security Procedures (S3‑090596/ C1‑091458). CT1 discussed SA3's questions and would like to provide the following answers.

SA3 asked CT1 to 

· let SA3 know whether they share SA3’s concern about problems potentially arising from the concurrent run of security procedures;

Answer: CT1 agrees that a concurrent running of a NAS security mode control procedure with the other security related procedures – S1AP procedures and GTP procedures - listed in SA3's LS can create problems.
· if yes, whether they think rules about not allowing certain procedures to run concurrently shall be documented in 3G TSs;

· if yes, which TSs they think would be most appropriate;

Answer: CT1 agrees that it would be useful to document corresponding rules. Since the rules will include NAS, S1AP and GTP procedures, CT1 think it would be most appropriate to document these rules in a stage 2 specification, i.e. in TS 33.401. CT1 consider including a reference to these rules in the NAS stage 3 specification, TS 24.301.

Answer: CT1 did not identify any additional security procedures.
