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Following is the rules:

If originating CAT has higher priority, then reject terminating CAT by sending an early-session SDP answer that set all media port to 0

If originating CAT has lower priority, the originating CAT AS will not provide CAT services when terminator has CAT services. But when fork happens, the originating CAT AS may receive the first 18x response without early-session SDP offer, in that case, the AS will provide CAT services and reject other CAT services.
For originating CAT AS, the service trigger is an initial INVITE *COMES FROM* the served user, we need specify that explicitly to avoid misunderstanding.

Actions at the AS serving the originating UE
4.5.5.2.1
General

The procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] for an AS acting as a routing B2BUA apply with additions described in the subclauses below.

If the initial INVITE originated from the served user includes a Supported header with "early-session" option-tag and the AS supports the "early-session" extension as described in RFC 3959 [7], the AS shall based on operator policy follow the procedures in subclause 4.5.5.2.3 to provide CAT service. The procedures in subclause 4.5.5.2.3 shall not be used if there are intermediates in the network that do not understand the procedures.

4.5.5.2.3
AS Actions for early session model
As local policy, if the AS serving the originating UE has higher priority than the AS serving the terminating UE to provide CAT services, the AS shall:
-
apply the procedures in subclause 4.5.5.3.3 when an initial INVITE request comes from the served user;

-
upon receiving a SIP 18x response to the initial INVITE request with an early-session SDP offer, forward the SIP 18x response without the early-session SDP offer, generate an early-session SDP answer of the early-session SDP offer that set all port numbers of the media types to 0, and forward the successive SIP PRACK request to the SIP 18x response with the early-session SDP answer. 

As local policy, if the AS serving the originating UE has lower priority than the AS serving the terminating UE to provide CAT services, the AS shall:

-
if the first SIP 18x response to an initial INVITE request does not contain early-session SDP offer, apply the procedures in subcluase 4.5.5.3.3 when the initial INVITE request comes from the served user;

-
if additional SIP 18x response to the initial INVITE request contains an early-session SDP offer, forward the additional SIP 18x response without the early-session SDP offer, generate an early-session SDP answer of the early-session SDP offer that set all port numbers of the media types to 0, and forward the successive SIP PRACK request to the additional SIP 18x response with the early-session SDP answer;
