The functionality currently provided by these CRs can be summarised as:
1. Allowing the registration using wildcards to represent the public user identity. Generally applicable (i.e. not restricted specifically to NGCN sites).

2. Provision of a "loose-route" indication from HSS to S-CSCF, to allow the Request-URI to remain unchanged on terminating calls to the NGCN.

3. Specification of procedures to allow public GRUUs to be created within the NGCN and then used as the Contact header field in originating calls, such that those public GRUUs will then be correctly routed on terminating calls.

4. Special procedures in the P-CSCF, to allow UE specific procedures for identity handling to be bypassed.

What is not provided in the current CRs

1. Support of private GRUUs created within the NGCN and then used as the Contact header field in originating calls, such that those private GRUUs will then be correctly routed on terminating calls. 

2. Support of information required in the P-CSCF for attached NGCNs relating to the identity handling and P-Private-Network-Indication header field, except by configuration.

3. Any definition of special procedures for the NGCN site when attached, particularly to allow it to act in the proxy role.

While it would be desirable to complete the envisaged functionality in release 8, what is currently specified can be used as the basis for functionality to be provided in release 8.
