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	SA3#54 TD 090256 says: “MME shall activate fresh NAS keys from an EPS AKA run or activate native security context with sufficiently low NAS COUNT values before the NAS uplink or downlink COUNT wraps around with the current security context”. Hence, the UE or MME further behaviour in case of NAS COUNT close to wrap around will not occur.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Removal of UE and MME processing on NAS COUNT close to wrap around.

The following interoperability issues can be seen:

A UE supporting the change (> NW not supporting the change:

On no AKA run before UL NAS Count close to wrap around, the NW releases the NAS signalling connection.

A UE not supporting the change (> NW supporting the change:
The NW will perform AKA before UL NAS Count close to wrap around. So, the UE will never need to request the release of the NAS signalling connection in this case.

If, when increasing the NAS COUNT as specified above, the MME detects that its NAS COUNT is "close" to wrap around, (close to 224), the MME shall initiate a new AKA procedure with the UE, leading to a new established NAS security context and the NAS COUNT being reset to 0 in both the UE and the MME when the new NAS security context is activated as discussed above.

Similarly, the MME shall initiate an AKA procedure if it detects that the UE's uplink NAS COUNT is close to wrap around. 
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
