Roles for target UE discovery for Inter-UE Transfer
14.1
Introduction

This clause specifies the target UE discovery procedures for UEs that belong to the same subscription. The subscription needs to be configured such that the private user identities associated with the UEs involved in Inter-UE Transfer share the same set of implicitly registered public user identities.
14.2
SC UE

The target UE discovery procedures, for UEs that share the same set of implicitly registered public user identities, include the registration status (active, inactive), and the UE capabilities (e.g. support of audio/video formats etc.).

Subscription to reg-event package provides the mechanism for the Controller UE to receive status and capability information of other UEs that share the same set of implicitly registered public user identities, as described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2] in subclause 5.1.1.3.

Alternatively, presence may be used in conjunction with subscription to the reg-event-package to get the status and capability information for other UEs. By using presence, the UE needs to support the presence event package. The status and capability information of the other UEs may be retrieved by subscribing to the presence information of the target UE as defined in 3GPP TS 24.141 [xy] in subclause 5.3.1. 

14.3
SCC AS

The information of UEs that belong to the same subscription is required at the SCC AS for the purpose of authorizing that the requested Inter-UE transfer to the target UE is allowed. For instance, it can be used to prevent the controller UE performing Inter-UE Transfer to a UE under a different subscription. 

This information (e.g. GRUU) may be obtained by the following methods:

1.
using 3rd-party REGISTER request as described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2] in subclause 5.4.1.7; or

2.
the SCC AS subscribes to the reg-event package (as described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [2]).
