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1. Overall Description:

Currently, TS 23.216 sections 6.2.1 and 6.3.1 state that a UE does not advertise its SRVCC capability if it is not configured to use IMS Voice Service or it is restricted to perform SRVCC emergency. There is no configuration for IMS Emergency Service and the support for IMS Voice Service is signalled separately from the support of IMS Emergency Service from the MME to the UE. This would indicate that if the UE performs an IMS Emergency call origination and supports SRVCC, but this capability has not been indicated to the network in the normal attach, then a TAU/RAU will need to be performed prior to the emergency call initiation to update the network with the capabilities of the UE. This is required, so that the network has the correct information to carry out the SRVCC procedure on behalf of the UE if the UE transitions to the CS domain.
Text in 6.2.1 is shown below for convenience with the relevent text underlined:

E-UTRAN attach procedure for 3GPP SRVCC UE is performed as defined in TS 23.401 [2] with the following additions:

-
SRVCC UE includes the SRVCC capability indication as part of the UE Network Capability in the Attach Request message, if the UE has been configured for using IMS speech service supported by the home operator and the session transfer is not restricted and maintained during Tracking Area Updates. MME stores this information for SRVCC operation. The procedures are as specified in TS 23.401 [22]. If the UE has not been configured to use an IMS speech service supported by the home operator or the session transfer is restricted, the SRVCC UE shall not include the SRVCC capability.

NOTE 1:
If the operator policy on the UE is changed, the UE can change its SRVCC capability indication as part of the UE network capability in a Tracking Area Update message.

Two CRs, C1-093460 (CR 0471) and C1-093461 (CR 1363) were presented at CT1#60 based upon the text in TS 23.216 sections 6.2.1 and 6.3.1.

CT1 discussed these CRs but did not agree these CRs. CT1 believes that the stage-2 text for SRVCC capability advertisment does not reflect the general protocol design envisaged in stage-3.
CT1 agreed that if the UE has the capability to support SRVCC it should always indicate it towards the network and it should not be based upon whether the UE has been configured for using IMS speech service or whether the session transfer is restricted (i.e. application layer decisions should not have an influence on UE capabilities indicated at the NAS layer). Consequently there would never be a situation where the TAU/RAU would be required to be performed prior to an emergency call to indicate the SRVCC capability towards the network for UEs that support SRVCC.
