Communication session Hold (HOLD)


No impact, i.e. neither service shall affect the operation of the other service.

Termination Identification Presentation (TIP)

The TIR service takes precedence over the CRS service subscribed by the calling party. If the calling party has aCRS service associated with the called party’s identity(i.e, the calling party may play one type of CRS media to a particular called party and other types of CRS media to other called parties depending on the calling party’s subscription) then the AS providing CRS service shall not apply the CRS service to the session.

Originating Identification presentation (OIP)
